Quick Tip to Prevent Fraying

If you prewash your fabrics by machine, you have probably suffered through the tangle of excess threads that sometin
pull away from the cut edges. Try this trick to help cut down on this projpénthe cut of fabric out flat and clip a

small (1/2") triangle from each corner. Wash as usual, and you will be pleasantly surprised at the lack of frayed edges
tangled threads. This will also help you identify which fabrics you have alveastyepren your stash.

Quick Tip for Disposing of Dull Needles and Pins

Make your own "sharps container” for storing broken or dull needles and pins to keep them out of the trashcan (or car
pet), so someone doesn't get stuck accidentally. Use an empty pill bottle from your last pharmacy refill-..use the child

proof type top, or tape the top to the bottle. Make a small hole in the top with a corkscrew, ice pick or cup hook. Put a
label on the front of the bottle or write on it so you can easily identify it in case you take it out of your norme sewing a
When a needle breaks, or gets dull, put it in the container.
